Bonded Warehouse Process Overview
1. Create a Bonded Warehouse Location ("Bucket")
· Set up a dedicated “Bucket” warehouse location specifically for bonded goods. 
2. Assign an Entrance Document (Tracking ID)
· Before receiving inventory, assign a String-based Entrance Document ID to each Container
· This ID will be provided by the customer and will be used to track all related inventory items.
3. Receiving Inventory – Direct to Bonded Area
· Upon receiving, inventory with an Entrance Document must go directly into the secure Bonded Area.
· No exceptions—anything with an Entrance Document goes only to the bonded section.
4. Hold Until Release Instructions
· Inventory remains in the bonded area until a formal release is received.
· Release details (Entrance Document ID, Quantity, and SKU) will be provided by a freight broker or freight forwarder.
5. Move out From Bonded Bucket location to Warehouse location 
· As soon as a Release Number is received, move the inventory from the bonded area to warehouse location where it will be shipping from. Create a warehouse transfer
6. Access Control – Bonded Area Handling
· Only certified and trained personnel are allowed to enter the bonded area and handle inventory.
· Every entry and removal must be logged with personnel details.
7. Track Inventory by Entrance Document ID
· System must support searching by Entrance Document ID to view:
· Inventory on hand
· Movement history of those items
· Location changes
8. Restricted Access to the Bonded "Bucket"
· Only explicitly authorized users can access the bonded inventory bucket.
· Permissions must be granted and managed only by Directors.
