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Finger Scanner Applications Installation Manual

1. Go to 192.168.0.94/m, install wireless applications in users own folders in My Device\Application\EEC.
· Drop Ship Loading(Audit)  My Device\Application\EEC\PackageAuditInstaller
· Drop Ship Picking  My Device\Application\EEC\DSPickingMotorola
· Bin Transfer  My Device\Application\EEC\StockPutAwayMotorolaInstaller

2. Create a desktop folder - My Device\Application\EEC\Desktop.

3. Create desktop shortcuts for the applications.
File  Send To  Desktop as Shortcut

4. Move the wireless application shortcuts into My Device\Application\EEC\Desktop.

5. Download Shortcuts.txt and Startup.txt from 192.168.0.94/m to My Device\Application\EEC.

6. Open Shortcuts.txt and save as Shortcuts.bat in My Device\Application\EEC.
1) File  Save As
2) Delete txt and type in bat and click Ok. File name should now be Shortcuts.bat.

7. Open Startup.txt and save as Startup.reg in My Device\Application.
1) File  Save As
2) Delete txt and type in reg and click OK. File name should now be Startup.reg.

8. Double click Shortcuts.bat. This should delete the WT41N0 Startup shortcut on the desktop and place the 3 EEC Applications shortcuts on the Desktop.
· My Device\Application\EEC\Shortcuts.bat will need to be run everytime the device is rebooted. 

9. The Startup.reg will run automatically when the device is rebooted. This script stops the keyboard from auto launching and stops the device from sleeping after 3 minutes of inactivity.
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
